Carhon Monoxide (C0) Detectors now mandatory!

Starting Feb. 1, all Wisconsin single family and two unit homes must install a
carbon monoxide alarm on every floor level, near sleeping areas, if they have
any fuel burning appliance or an attached garage.

CO detectors are required on each floor of the home.

CO caused by furnace problems are rare, but they can have fatal conse-
quences when they occur. Vents blocked by bird nests can cause a furnace to
burn with inadequate air, and produce CO. A furnace with internal corrosion
can also produce CO.

Automobiles warming up in an attached garage can produce CO that will leak
into the home and be a danger.

CO detectors are available at hardware stores and discount stores such as
Shopko. Combination smoke and CO detectors sell for approximately $40.00.
